Rotation Site Employee Health Department may also draw student/employee’s blood for
testing. Forward results to OSU Occupational Health Department at 918-561-1248. Any bills
can be sent to OSU Occupational Health Department.

Follow-up testing will be conducted at the Rotation Site unless you are assigned to the Tulsa
area when the next lab is required.

If post-exposure prophylaxis is required, treatment will be coordinated by the OSU
Occupational Health Department.
